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Christmas Cheese Ball

This is such a delicious and festive appetizer and the red green colors make it lovely to serve!

Two softened cream cheese bars (8 oz. each)

2 C. of grated Cracker Barrel white cheddar cheese

1/3 C. dried cranberries, chopped fine

1/3 C. green onions chopped fine

1/8  tsp. of ground allspice

1/4 tsp. of garlic salt or to taste

1/2 tsp. of Worcestershire sauce

1/2 C. of toasted almonds – optional

Few cranks of fresh ground black pepper

1 C. crisp bacon chopped fine

1/4 C. fresh parsley chopped fine


Mix softened cream cheese with electric mixer until blended. Add other ingredients, blend just until well mixed. Form into ball or log. Mix 
bacon and parsley together and pat on outside 
of cheese ball until covered. Refrigerate.
