Wonderful Wild Rice 
Mushroom & Gouda Soup


I love sharing this wonderful Wild Rice Mushroom & Gouda soup recipe. It is very similar to what we make at the shop. To make the meal perfectly yummy, serve with some sweet Michigan apples, crusty French bread, and some aged cheddar cheese (one can never have enough cheese.) Yum!

1 pkg. Uncle Ben’s Wild Rice Quick mix 

1 qt. Half and Half

3 C. chicken broth

2 C. gouda cheese – additional cheese for garnish

1 can Campbells Cream of Potato soup

1/2 C. onion chopped fine

2 C. sliced mushrooms - optional

1/3 C. celery, chopped fine

1/2 tsp. minced garlic

1/2 C. white wine

4 Tbsp. butter

1 tsp. fresh rosemary, chopped very fine

4 slices of cooked bacon crumbled – optional

Make rice as directed and set aside. Cook onion, celery, garlic, rosemary & mushrooms in large soup pot with butter on medium heat. Cook until onions, celery are tender and mushrooms are browned. Add wine, and a cup of the half and half. Stir in cheese until melted. Add potato soup, gradually stir in chicken broth until well mixed, remaining half and half and cooked rice. Add pepper to taste. Simmer. Serve with crumbled bacon and additional gouda cheese on top.
