This is the perfect bar for any occasion, as it cuts wonderfully and is easy to store in plastic bags for packing purposes. Like any bar, be sure to not over-bake! You want to keep them yummy and moist.

1 1/4 C. flour
1/2 tsp. baking powder


1/8 tsp. baking soda

1/2 tsp. salt

1/2 C. chopped fine pecans or walnuts

1/4 C. chocolate chips 

1/4 C. butterscotch chips 

1/2 C. melted butter

1 C. brown sugar

1 egg

1 1/2 tsp. vanilla

Combine dry ingredients, cream together wet ingredients. Add dry ingredients to wet ingredients. Spread into one nine inch buttered pie pan. Bake at 350 degrees for 25 to 30 minutes. Cut in pie wedges.
